DAY 1: DEPARTURE / CALGARY /
BANFF. We depart for Calgary with
Air Canada. Upon arrival we enjoy
the scenic transfer into the Rocky
Mountains and our Banff hotel. This
evening is our Welcome Dinner.

DAY 2: BANFF. This morning we
take a gondola ride up Sulphur
Mountain for breathtaking views

DAY 1: HALIFAX. We fly to Halifax
and transfer to our downtown hotel.
The balance of the day is at leisure,
with our Welcome Dinner in the
evening.

DAY 1: CORNER BROOK.

We fly to Deer Lake, Newfoundland
and transfer to our hotel in Corner
Brook.

DAY 2: CORNER BROOK.

This evening we
meet the former mayor of Gander
to hear the story of how people
opened their homes to thousands
of stranded travellers on 9/11, as
depicted in the play Come from
Away.

DAY 9: TWILLINGATE / GANDER.
Our first stop is the Beothuk Inter-
pretation Centre, where we will
learn about the island’s Indigenous
people, then travel the Road to the
Isles to the fishing villages on rug-
ged Notre Dame Bay. From there,
we continue to Twillingate, one of
the oldest seaports in Newfound-
land, to visit their museum and

the oldest wooden church in the
province. This evening we enjoy

a traditional jiggs (corned beef

and vegetable) dinner at a local
restaurant.

DAY 10: CLARENVILLE.

We travel through Terra Nova Pro-
vincial Park to Trinity, a 16th-cen-
tury fishing port known for its
beautiful heritage buildings. Our
overnight is in nearby Clarenville.

DAY 11: ST. JOHN'’S.

We drive along the rugged coast-
line, past scenic Conception

Bay. After a stop in Heart's
Content to visit the Cable
Station, we continue to

DAY 1: DEPART FOR QUITO. We
fly to Quito via Panama City. Wel-
come drinks & dinner at our hotel.

Later, we'll visit Ingapirca, Ecua-
dor's most important Inca site,
before proceeding to Cuenca.

DAY 9: CUENCA. Our city tour
begins with a stroll through the
cobbled streets of this beautiful
UNESCO World Cultural city. This
colonial jewel has many pictur-
esque squares, balconies, and
churches, including the incredible
pink marble cathedral. We'll see
people wearing traditional colour-
ful costumes—a visual feast for
photographers! The day includes
a museum visit, panoramic views
from Turi Hill, and a visit to a fac-
tory that makes the traditional
Panama hats.

DAY 10: EL CAJAS / GUAYAQUIL.
We drive to El Cajas National Park,
world renowned for its 300 lakes.
We'll stop at the highest point

for breathtaking views before
descending to sea level—an amaz-
ingly rapid change in landscape
and climate as we pass from the
high moorlands, through the cloud
forest, and then through tropical
cacao and banana plantations. We
end the day in Guayaquil, Ecua-
dor’s main port city. There will be
free time to explore the city before
dinner.

DAY 11: SANTA CRUZ
(GALAPAGOS ISLANDS).

We fly to the enchanting Galapagos
islands, and proceed to Santa Cruz
Island. We'll have a guided tour

of the Charles Darwin Research
Station, to learn about the scien-
tific research and conservation
efforts dedicated to preserving the
environment and biodiversity of the
Galapagos archipelago.

DAY 12: SANTA CRUZ. We set out
on yacht with a Naturalist Guide to
visit a nearby island. Enjoy a relax-
ing day on the water with wildlife
viewing, and snorkeling opportu-
nities. A hot lunch and drinks will
be served on board. We return to
Santa Cruz in the afternoon for
some leisure time.

DAY 13: ISABELA ISLAND. We
depart for the island of Isabela,
where we'll visit Sierra Negra Vol-
cano—one of the most important
and active volcanoes in the islands.
We'll take a hike to experience the
breathtaking views and the Gala-
pagos flora and fauna. After lunch,
we'll visit the Turtle Centre and the
Flamingo Pool.

DAY 14: LAS TINTORERAS ISLET.
Today we visit the iconic Las Tin-
toreras Islet, renowned for its Gala-
pagos sharks, penguins and other
animals unique to these islands.
We can explore the islet on foot, or
enjoy some great snorkeling.

DAY 15: GUAYAQUIL. We ferry
through the Itabaca Canal to the
airport for our flight back to the
mainland. Tonight is our Farewell
Dinner in Guayaquil.

DAY 16: RETURN.
We fly back to Canada,

via Panama City. % ; 1

Peru captivates the visitor with breathtaking
Andean landscapes, world famous ancient sites,
and exotic culture.

ITINERARY

DAY 1: DEPARTURE. Late depar-
ture on our overnight flight to Lima,
via Bogota (Colombia).

DAY 2: LIMA. Upon arrival in Lima
we transfer to our centrally located
hotel (early check-in included).
After some time to relax we'll
embark on our city tour, which will
show us the Old Town, Plaza Mayor,
the Government Palace, the Cathe-
dral, and the House of El Oidor.

We also enjoy a guided tour of the
Rafael Larco Herrera Museum, built
on the site of pre-Columbian pyr-
amid houses.

Our
guided walking tour will illustrate
what the city looked like centuries
ago. It was once a flourishing cer-
emonial and agricultural site, and
today it remains a beautiful jewel in
a remarkable setting between two
peaks of the Andes. Afternoon at
leisure.

DAY 6: MACHU PICCHU /
CUSCO. After further touring of
mysterious Machu Picchu, we take
the Vistadome train to Ollantay-
tambo. Overhead windows on the

train enhance the views of the jour-
ney as we wind our way along the
Urubamba Valley. Upon arrival we
transfer back to Cusco.

DAY 7: CUSCO. We first visit the
Cathedral of Cusco and the Temple
of the Sun—the most important
temple in the Inca Empire. Later we
proceed to the ancient fortress of
Sagsayhuaman, and then the pic-
turesque San Blas—known as the
“neighbourhood of the artisans”

DAY 8: PUNO. We enjoy the scenic
drive to Puno through the La Raya
Mountain range, enroute visiting
the Inca archaeological sites of
Andahuaylillas, with its beautiful
baroque St. Peter Church, Racqchi
and Pukara—a National Cultural
Heritage Site.

DAY 9: LAKE TITICACA / PUNO.
We embark on a cultural journey as
we head out across Lake Titicaca
to explore the islands of Uros and
Taquile, and learn about the indig-
enous people and traditions. These
man-made floating islands were
constructed entirely out of reeds.
The friendly locals are happy to
welcome you to their islands, and
share their history and culture. The
islands are untouched by the main-
land's modernity. The local inhabi-
tants wear traditional clothing and
are known for their high-quality
handicrafts. While the women
make yarn and weave, knitting is
actually done exclusively by men!
Afternoon at leisure.

DAY 10: COLCA CANYON.

We proceed to the town of Chivay,
located at the midpoint of the
Colca Valley. Along the way, see
the surrounding volcanoes, a
variety of flora, and possibly
some of the local wildlife.

DAY 11: COLCA CANYON / PUNO.
We enter the Colca Canyon—twice
as deep as the Grand Canyon! We
proceed to the Cruz de Condors,

a famed viewpoint to watch the
condors gliding on the air currents
which rise from the canyon—a
spectacular scene with the river
1200 metres below! We then con-
tinue our scenic drive to Arequipa.

DAY 12: AREQUIPA. We tour the
“White City"” of Arequipa, high in
the Andes. We'll see the extraor-
dinary architecture of the Con-
vent of Santa Catalina, the Main
Square, the cathedral, and Mundo
Alpaca—a cultural experience in
which we meet Alpacas and Lla-
mas. Later we fly back to Lima.

DAY 13: BARRANCO / LIMA.
Today we explore Barranco—con-
sidered to be Lima's most romantic
and bohemian district, being the
home and working place of many
of Peru's leading artists, musi-
cians, and designers. There are
many colonial era houses, flow-
er-filled parks and streets, and
lovely beaches. Included will be a
visit to the Museo de Arte Colonial
Pedro de Osma—a private museum
housed in a historic mansion. This
evening we enjoy our Farewell
Dinner.

DAY 1: DEPARTURE. We depart for
London.

DAY 2: BATH. We arrive and trans-
fer to our hotel, centrally located in
the UNESCO World Heritage city of
Bath, for a 3-night stay. Tonight is
our Welcome Dinner.

We depart for
Jersey, via London.

DAY 2: JERSEY. We arrive on the
island of Jersey and transfer to
our hotel. Tonight is our Welcome
Dinner.

MANOR. The Channel Islands are
known for their beautiful orchids,
and this morning we'll visit the
world-famous Eric Young Orchid
Foundation. Later we'll visit the
wonderful home and extensive
botanical gardens at Samares
Manor.

CHANNEL ISLANDS / BRITISH ISLES

DAY 11: DAY TRIP TO ST MALO,
FRANCE. We board a ferry to St.
Malo for the 90-minute crossing.
As we walk through the cobbled
streets of St. Malo's spectacular
old town we'll feel as though we've
stepped back in time.

We will have an
orientation of the zoo, and free time
to explore on our own. This evening
we bid adieu to this unique corner
of the world at our Farewell Dinner.

DAY 14: RETURN. We fly back to
Canada, via London.

DAY 1: DEPART. We depart with
Air Canada for Dublin (a non-stop
flight from Toronto).

DAY 2: DUBLIN. We arrive and
transfer to our hotel. The rest of
the day is at leisure.

DAY 1: DEPART. We depart for
Milan, via Montreal.

DAY 2: MILAN. We arrive in Milan
and transfer to our hotel. This eve-
ning is our Welcome Dinner.

DAY 3: MILAN / LAKE GARDA.
We have a brief tour of Milan
before departing for Lake Garda,
where we will take in the magpnifi-
cent scenery with views of the Alps
and picturebook villages along
the shore.

We depart for
Barcelona, a direct non-stop flight
from Toronto.

DAY 2: BARCELONA. We arrive in
Barcelona and transfer to our hotel.

DAY 3: BARCELONA. Barcelona is
known as the capital of Catalan Art
Nouveau, and is where the famous
architect Antonio Gaudi lived and
worked. Our city tour will show

us Gaudi's most famous works,
such as Casa Mila and Casa Batllo
along the Paseo de Gracia. We will
then visit the Parque Guell, which
was declared an artistic monu-
ment and UNESCO World Heri-
tage Site.

We
visit the Royal Basilica of Mon-
serrat, holding the famous 12th
century Romanesque carving of
Virgen Moreneta (The Black Vir-
gin). The Basilica has been one of
the most important pilgrimage sites
in Spain for centuries. Our dinner
this evening will include a special
Flamenco show at Cordobés, con-
sidered one of the best Flamenco
shows in Spain, or at a similar
venue.

DAY 5: BARCELONA AT
LEISURE. At leisure in this excit-
ing city. Enjoy strolling on Les
Ramblas—a lively and colourful
tree-lined pedestrian street of
unigue boutiques, cafes and street
entertainers.

DAY 6: GIRONA. We proceed to
Girona and enjoy an afternoon tour
of this medieval city. We will see
the Cathedral—an excellent exam-
ple of Spanish Gothic architecture,
and the Old Fortifications (the city
wall of the old town) erected in the
1st century BC.

We first visit Besa-
lu—a medieval town with cobbled
streets and unique facades. Most
of the buildings date from the Mid-
dle Ages, so the town is designated
a National Historical Site. We then
continue to Cadaques, a symbolic
place on the Gironese coast. Its
rocky coast, fringed by beautiful
beaches and quiet coves is the
main attraction, as well as the
incredible landscape of the Cap de
Creus Natural Park. We tour the old
town and other attractions.

DAY 8: FIGUERES / WINERY /
GIRONA. Ouir first stop is Figueres,
birthplace of artist Salvador Dali,
where we visit the Theatre Muse-
um—a large museum designed by
Dali himself which attracts thou-
sands of visitors monthly. Later we
visit a winery for a tour and to see
the historic Gran Claustro Cellar
where wine has been produced
since the Middle Ages.

DAY 1: DEPARTURE. We depart on
our overnight flight to Reykjavik.

DAY 2: REYKJAVIK. We arrive in
Reykjavik, which means “Smoky
Bay" due to the wisps of steam
rising from its geothermal springs.
After arrival we transfer to the
Viking World Museum for a buffet
breakfast and time to visit the exhi-
bition. Afterwards, we enjoy a city
tour of the capital where we will
see the old town centre, the Parlia-
ment, the Cathedral, the harbour
and the National Museum. The rest
of the day is at leisure. Tonight is
our welcome dinner.

DAY 3: BORGARNES. Today we
head north to our hotel in Bor-
garnes, stopping enroute to visit
the spectacular Hraunfossar
Waterfall—hundreds of metres
wide, this is one of Iceland’s most
beautiful sights. We will also stop
and visit the largest hot spring in
Iceland, Deildartunguhver.

DAY 4: AKUREYRI. We begin

our “ring tour” with a stop at the
3,000-year-old Grabrék Volcano.
Grabrok is the biggest crater of
three along this volcanic crack.
Next we visit an Icelandic Horse
farm to learn about this small and
sturdy breed of horse that has
remained unchanged since its
introduction by the Vikings over
1100 years ago. Tonight we stay in
Akureyri, the “Capital of the North”.

DAY 5: GODAFOSS/ LAKE
MYVATN. This morning we will
have time to explore the town of
Akureyri before we head to Goda-
foss —"Waterfalls of the Gods"—
one of the most spectacular in Ice-
land. We then visit Grenjadarstadur
Turf house to see the best pre-
served turf houses and discover
the way of life of Icelanders before
the 1900s. We will then proceed
to our hotel in Lake Myvatn for a
2-night stay.

DAY 6: LAKE MYVATN / NATURE
BATHS. Today we explore the
remarkable natural attractions of
this area including Dimmuborgir
(Dark Castles—towering lava for-
mations), and the bubbling sulfur
mudpots of Viti Crater and Krafla,
which mark the continental divide
between the North American and
Eurasian Teutonic Plates. This
afternoon we have time to soak in
the soothing mineral waters at the
Myvatn Nature Baths.

DAY 7. EGILSSTADIR.

We continue east on the ring road
to Dettifoss—the largest waterfall
in Europe. Next is Modrudalur—the
most isolated farm in Iceland, from
where we will enjoy a spectacular
view of Herdubreid, fondly referred
to as the "Queen of all Mountains
in Iceland" Before arriving at our
hotel we will visit the Wilderness
Centre in Egilsstadir for insights
into how truly harsh life was in Ice-
land in previous centuries.

DAY 8: GLACIAL LAGOON /
SKAFTAFELL. We travel along
the east coast, with its towering
mountains and sheer rock faces
plunging into the sea to form Ice-
land’s spectacular East Fjords. We
will stop at Petra’s Stone Collec-
tion. This unusual assortment of
thousands of stones is located in
a private home and spread out
over a large garden. After our visit
we drive to the heights of Alman-
naskard Pass past Lonsoraefi, a
mountainous wilderness ringed by
extinct volcanoes. At Jokulsarlon
Glacial Lagoon we embark on a
boat cruise to see up close where
huge icebergs have broken off
the ever-shifting mass of Breid-
amerkurjokull Glacier. We over-
night in Skaftafell.
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DAY 9: SKAFTAFELL NATIONAL
PARK / VIK. At Skaftafell National
Park we take a walk to get up close
to the glacier itself. After travel-

ling through Eldhraun—the largest
mass of lava ever to flow on earth—
we cross the volcanic sand desert
of Myrdalssandur until we reach
Vik for our overnight.

DAY 10: SOUTH SHORE &
REYKJAVIK. This morning we

visit the Lava Centre—Iceland’s
newest attraction and one of the
world's best exhibitions of seis-
mic and volcanic activity. We will
make a stop at Gullfoss ("Golden
Waterfall") before continuing to the
geothermal region of Haukadalur
to see the Strokkur Geyser which
erupts spectacularly (and very
entertainingly) every 7 minutes.
Our last visit is Pingvellier National
Park, where the ancient parliament
of the country was established in
930 AD, before we arrive in Reyk-
javik. Tonight we enjoy our farewell
dinner.

DAY 11: BLUE LAGOON /
RETURN. We visit the famous Blue
Lagoon for an opportunity to bathe
in the mineral-rich geothermal
pools, before proceeding to the air-
port for our flight back to Canada.

ITINERARY

DAY 1: DEPARTURE. We depart for
Cairo, via Istanbul.

DAY 2: CAIRO. We arrive in Cairo
and transfer to our centrally located
hotel. The balance of the day is
free until our Welcome Dinner this
evening.

DAY 3: THE PYRAMIDS / CAIRO
/ MEMPHIS / SAKKARA. This
morning we travel to Giza where,
overlooking the Nile Valley and
Cairo, we visit the 3 Great Pyra-
mids—one of the Seven Wonders
of the Ancient World, and the Great
Sphinx—a colossal lion with a Pha-
raoh’'s head.

This morning we visit the world-fa-
mous Egyptian Museum, including
the fabulous collection of Phar-
aonic antiquities, especially the
golden treasures of the Tut Ankh
Amun Exhibit. The museum houses
over 50,000 artifacts that span
7000 years. After our museum visit
we fly to Aswan.

DAY 5: ABU SIMBEL. We visit Abu
Simbel—a site which consists of
some of Egypt’s most impressive
and unique temples. These are two
massive rock-cut temples built by
Ramses II. One temple is dedicated
to King Ramses I, and the other

is dedicated to his beloved wife,
Queen Nefertiti. The most notable
feature of the temples are the four
colossal statues of Ramses Il on
the exterior.

DAY 6: ASWAN / NILE CRUISE.
In Aswan, the Nile parts into many
arms divided by immense gran-

ite rocks and islands, particularly
the island of Elephantine. There

is only a small area of fertile land
producing what are considered the

finest dates in all of Egypt. We visit
the Temple of Philae, dedicated to
Goddess Isis, and the High Dam. In
the afternoon, we board our deluxe
riverboat, and then we sail in a
felucca to view Kitchener's Island,
the Botanical Garden, and the Aga
Khan Mausoleum.

DAY 7: NILE CRUISE / TEMPLE
OF HORUS / KOM OMBO / EDFU.
This morning we visit the ancient,
yet remarkably intact, Temple of
Horus. Horus (the Sun God) is
always pictured as a man with a
falcon’s head, often with a solar
disk. Then we sail past small desert
villages where life goes on much as
it has for thousands of years. See
camels, water buffalo, and don-
keys at work on the small farms.
We arrive at Kom Ombo to visit the
Sobek Temple, dedicated to two
gods: Haroeris—a hawk-headed
god, and Sobek—the crocodile god.
In order not to offend either, a twin
shrine was built on a hill overlook-
ing the Nile. Then we sail to Edfu
via the locks of Esna.

DAY 8: NILE CRUISE / LUXOR
(VALLEY OF THE KINGS) /
KARNAK. Luxor is home to some
of the richest treasures in the
world, including the tomb of Tut
Ankh Amun, and other royal tombs
including Ramses VI in the Val-

ley of the Kings. At the Temple of
Luxor we'll see the granite statue of
Ramses II, and the many halls and
pillars that make up this incredible
temple. We'll also visit Hatshepsut's
funerary temple at Dier El Bahari
and the Colossi of Memnon. After
lunch we'll visit the most impres-
sive of all temples—Karnak, and
see the Great Temple of Amon,

the Hypostyle Hall, the Obelisk

of Queen Hatshepsut, the Gran-
ite Scara of Amenophis Il, Sacred
Lake, and many shrines.

We disem-
bark and drive to Hurghada—a

beach resort town stretching some
40 km along Egypt's Red Sea
coast.

DAY 1: DEPART. Depart for
Casablanca via Lisbon.

DAY 2: CASABLANCA. Arrive in

Casablanca and settle at your hotel.

Wildlife includes baboons, impala,
giraffe, hippo, elephants, buffalo,
the elusive leopard, and blue and
vervet monkeys. The lions here
have honed their tree-climbing
skills. Manyara is also noted for its
incredible bird life.

DAY 4: LAKE MANYARA.

This morning we enjoy a game
drive in Lake Manyara National
Park, home to a variety of primates
and other wildlife. The extraordi-
nary birdlife has made this place
world-renowned among ornithol-
ogists, who come to observe the
masses of pink flamingos and great
birds of prey. Afternoon at leisure.

DAY 5: NGORONGORO CRATER.
This morning we depart for the
UNESCO World Heritage Site of
Ngorongoro Crater. Our lodge is
perched atop the uppermost rim of
the crater and offers breathtaking
views of the crater floor far below.
The 260 square kilometres of this
collapsed volcano is 26 kilometres
across and 600 metres deep. This
afternoon we visit a Masaai village.

SAFARI IN TANZANIA & THE ISLAND OF ZANZIBAR / AFRICA

DAY 6: NGORONGORO CRATER.
We descend into the crater for a
full-day game drive. This is the
world's largest intact caldera, the
floor of which is primarily grass-
land with freshwater ponds, a salt
lake and small forests. It harbours
20,000 large animals—a virtual
Noah's Ark! Buffalo, wildebeest,
zebra, and gazelle graze the grass-
land, while elephants roam the
wooded areas and hippos gather
in the marshes and ponds. Lions,
spotted hyenas, and jackals are
easy to spot. Resident ostriches,
crowned cranes, and kori bustards
are joined seasonally by other
migrating birds.

DAY 7: NGORONGORO CRATER.
This morning we enjoy a special
Bush Breakfast in the crater, fol-
lowed by some more game view-
ing. We return to the lodge for a
late lunch and the remainder of the
day at leisure.

DAY 8: SERENGETI. After break-
fast we drive into the seem-

ingly endless plains of Serengeti
National Park. The National Park
here, considered the finest in
Africa, has spectacular concentra-
tions of migrating game.

DAYS 9 & 10: SERENGETI.

We enjoy two days of safari in the
Serengeti. Travelling through this
unique conservation area provides
a spectacular game-viewing expe-
rience. We take our game drives

in the early morning to catch the
animals as they start their day and
again in the evening to spot the
nocturnal beasts that are begin-
ning their prowl.

DAY 11: ZANZIBAR. We board our
plane to the island of Zanzibar.
Upon arrival, we transfer to the
beautiful oceanfront Serena Hotel
in Stone Town.

DAY 12: ZANZIBAR. We have a
morning city tour of historic Stone
Town and later visit a spice farm for
an educational tour.

DAY 13: ZANZIBAR. A day at
leisure to enjoy the white sandy
beach, or explore this amazing
town. Tonight is our Farewell Din-
ner.

DAY 14: ZANZIBAR / DEPART
FOR HOME. At leisure at our resort
hotel, with late check-out, until we
fly back to mainland Tanzania to
connect with our international flight
home.

DAY 1: Departure. We depart
for Tokyo.

DAY 2: TOKYO. We arrive in Tokyo
and transfer to our hotel. The rest
of the day is at leisure until our
Welcome Dinner this evening.

Drive along the coastal
boulevard, visit marble Jain temples
and ascend Malabar Hill for pan-
oramic views. After lunch at a local
restaurant, explore the Prince of
Wales Museum, a Victorian Gothic
building with priceless art and
sculpture collections. Next, witness
the Dhobi Ghat laundry area and
stroll the lively Crawford Market.
Tonight is our welcome dinner.

DAY 4: MUMBAI / UDAIPUR.
Take a boat trip to the beautiful
1,200-year-old Elephanta Caves.
Later, fly to the romantic city of
Udaipur.

DAY 5: UDAIPUR. Tour the City
Palace, now a museum with lovely
lake views, Jagdish Temple known
for its sculptures and interiors, and
Sahelion-ki-Bari, a historic royal
party garden. Later, take a boat
ride on Lake Pichola surrounded by
hills, palaces, temples, and bathing
ghats, and visit the island palace of
Jag Mandir.

DAY 6: DEOGARH. Visit the intri-
cately carved Nagda and Sas-Bahu
temples from the 10th century.
Enjoy a jeep drive through rural
landscapes, explore a cave tem-
ple, and visit a lake frequented

by migratory birds. Stay the night
at Rajasthan’s stunning medieval
Deogarh Mahal, a marvel of grand
architecture.

DAY 7: JAIPUR. Travel to the Pink
City of Jaipur, with a stop at beauti-
ful Bijay Niwas Palace for lunch.

DAY 8: JAIPUR. In the morning,
visit Amber Fort, renowned for
its panoramic views, splendid

paintings, precious stones and
mirrors. See the famous facade of
Hawa Mahal (Palace of the Winds).
Later, explore the Maharaja’s Pal-
ace and Jantar Mantar, the world's
largest stone and marble obser-
vatory. Enjoy dinner with a local
family, learning secrets of Indian
cuisine.

DAY 9: CHOMU PALACE.
Depart for Chomu Palace, a
300-year-old fortified palace con-
verted into a fabulous hotel. In
the evening, enjoy a lively dance
performance.

DAY 10: RANTHAMBORE
NATIONAL PARK. Travel to Ranth-
ambore National Park, a renowned
wildlife reserve, and keep an eye
out for the famous diurnal tiger,
leopards, hyenas, jackals, croco-
diles, wild boar and various deer.

DAY 11: RANTHAMBORE
NATIONAL PARK. Spend the
morning on a park safari, observing
a variety of animals and birds such
as gray-legged goose, Indian gray
hornbill, kingfisher, sandpiper and
more.

DAY 12: AGRA. Take a train

to Bharatpur, then proceed by
motorcoach to Agra. After lunch,
visit the Agra Fort's mix of beau-
tiful Mughal design and military
features.

DAY 13: TAJ MAHAL / DELHI /
VARANASI. Experience an unfor-
gettable at the Taj Mahal, often
regarded as the world's most beau-
tiful man-made structure. Built in
1630 by Shah Jahan for his queen,
this white marble marvel crafted
by 20,000 artisans from around the
world took 17 years to complete.
After the visit, drive to Delhi airport
for a flight to Varanasi.

DAY 14: VARANASI. Embark on
an early morning boat ride along

the sacred River Ganges, where
thousands of pilgrims perform
cleansing rituals in the water. Stroll
the narrow lanes of Varanasi, his-
torically a path for millions seek-
ing Nirvana at the river. Visit the
Vishwanath Gali and the Thatheri
Bazaar. This evening, we experi-
ence the spectacular Arti of Gan-
ges, a collective nightly prayer to
the river.

DAY 15: VARANASI / DELHIL.

Visit Sarnath, site of Lord Buddha's
first sermon, and see Dharmara-
jika Stupa, Mulagandha Kuti Vihar
Temples, and the Archaeological
Museum'’s collection of Buddhist
sculptures. Later, fly to Delhi.

DAY 16: DELHI. Take an unfor-
gettable rickshaw ride through
300-year-old Chandni Chowk
Market, a maze of lands crowded
with various shops. See Jama
Masjid, India's largest mosque, the
Red Fort, Raj Ghat—a memorial to
Mahatma Gandhi—and Humayun's
Tomb. In the evening, enjoy a deli-
cious Farewell Dinner.

DAY 17: DELHI. On your final tour,
discover the 12th-century Qutub
Minar monument, India Gate,
Presidential Palace and Parliament
House. Afternoon at leisure until
evening airport transport for late
night departure.

DAYS 18: RETURN.
Fly to Canada via Dubai.

DAY 1: DEPART. Depart for Dubai.

DAY 2: KATHMANDU.
Change planes in Dubai and fly to
Kathmandu.

DAY 3: CHITWAN. Fly to the
subtropical Chitwan National
Park, a UNESCO World Heritage
Site home to Royal Bengal tigers,
rhinos, elephants, and crocodiles.
Enjoy a Tharu Stick Dance show in
the evening.

DAY 4: CHITWAN. A full day at
Chitwan with a naturalist guide
offering various activities: an ele-
phant safari, bird watching, jungle
walk, canoeing and a village walk.

We then visit
the Tashichho Dzong “ Fortress of
the glorious religion” and govern-
ment centre. Later, explore Thim-
phu's main street and market area.

DAY 9: DOCHULA PASS /
GANGTEY. Drive into the moun-
tains for stunning views of Doch-
ula Pass, adorned with stupas
and prayer flags. On clear days,
see Bhutan's tallest peaks, includ-
ing “table mountain,’ its highest.
Journey to Gangtey, one of Bhu-
tan's most beautiful and unspoiled
areas. In the evening, enjoy a stroll
in the idyllic Phobjikha Valley.

DAY 10: GANGTEY. Attend the
Black-necked Crane Festival, cele-
brating the arrival of these endan-
gered birds revered as deities’
reincarnations. Enjoy folk songs,
mask dances, and crane-themed
performances alongside locals.
Later, visit the Gangtey Goemba
Monastery overlooking the valley.

DAY 11: PUNAKHA. First, visit
Wangduephodrang Dzong, a
monastery on a high ridge offering
stunning valley views, once Bhu-
tan's second capital. After, enjoy a
scenic mountain drive to Punakha.

DAY 12: PUNAKHA.

Visit Punakha Dzong, the “Palace
of Great Happiness', featuring a
gold-domed tower and religious
statues. Experience Bhutanese
rural life as you walk through
farms and rice paddies to Chimi
Lhakhang, the fertility temple.

DAY 13: PARO. Visit Simtokha
Dzong, Bhutan's oldest fortress
built in 1627, now a Buddhist
Studies school.

Explore
Ta Dzong (National Museum) for its
antique paintings, weapons, and

Visit Paro Taktsang,
“Tiger's Nest', a cliffside monastery
and true architectural wonder.

DAY 15: KATHMANDU.

Fly to Kathmandu and drive to

the medieval city of Bhaktapur for
exploration.

ITINERARY

DAY 1: DEPART. We depart for
Bishkek, via Istanbul.

DAY 2: BISHKEK, KYRGYZSTAN.
Late night arrival in Bishkek, and
transfer to our hotel.

DAY 3: BISHKEK. Our city tour
begins in Ala-Too Square—the
city's main square and a favourite
place for local festivals. We also
see the Changing of the Guard
Ceremony at the Presidential Pal-
ace, and visit the Tsum Market, the
oldest in Bishkek. This evening is
our Welcome Dinner.

DAY 4: BISHKEK. We take an
excursion to Ala Archa National
Park in the Tian Shan Mountains.
The park is known for hiking and
beautiful snowy peaks. We will
enjoy guided walks in the park
before returning to Bishkek. Later
we'll visit the open air “Museum of
the Painters” and explore a local
bazaar. Tonight's dinner features
traditional Kyrgyz music.

DAY 5: ALMATY, KAZAKHSTAN.
We travel to Almaty—capital of
Kazakhstan. After a city tour, we'll
enjoy a spectacular photo opportu-
nity at the top of Kok-Tube Moun-
tain, overlooking Almaty. Tonight's
dinner will be at a restaurant on the
mountain offering stunning views.

DAY 6: ALMATY. Today we'll visit
the intricately beautiful Zhenkov
Cathedral—an extraordinary Rus-
sian Orthodox Church built entirely
of wood.

DAY 8: NUKUS. We fly to Nukus,
capital of the Karakalpakstan
region, where we'll visit the
Karakalpakstan Region Museum,
renowned for its Savitsky Gallery—
an astounding collection of Soviet
Avant-Garde Art. Then we'll visit
the Mizhda Khan necropolis and
spend some time in a local bazaar.

DAY 9: KHIVA. Enroute to Khiva
we stop at Toprak Kala—a mud
built fortress from the 1st century
BC, which was once a royal resi-
dence in the desert. We proceed
to Khiva, where our hotel is a short
walk from Ichan Kala—the walled
inner town of the city.

DAY 10: KHIVA. On our tour of this
fascinating walled city (a UNESCO
World Heritage Site) we'll see the
Kalta Minor, Madrassah Rakhim-
khon and the Hunarmand work-
shops. Afternoon at leisure. This
evening we have a cocktail party,
and dinner with a special folklore
show.

DAY 11: BUKHARA. We make our
way across the Kyzylkum Desert to
Bukhara, enjoying scenic views of
desert landscapes and village life
along the way. Lunch is at a local
restaurant.

DAY 12: BUKHARA.

Our walking tour will take in the Poi
Kalon minaret and mosque, a vari-
ety of madrassahs, and the Jewish
quarter. We'll enjoy a traditional
Uzbek “plov” lunch prepared by a
local artist in his studio. Then we
visit the Ark Fortress—home of for-
mer rulers of the Bukhara Khanate,
followed by a visit of the notorious
Zindan Prison (now a museum)
and the Ismail Samanid Mauso-
leum—one of Bukhara's oldest
monuments.

DAY 13: BUKHARA. We take an
excursion to Sitorai-Mokhi-Khosa,
or "Palace of Moon-like Stars"—
summer residence of the last emir

of Bukhara. The palace now houses
the Museum of Arts and Crafts.
Then we proceed to Gijduvan and
visit a local master potter and enjoy
lunch at his workshop. The after-
noon is at leisure to explore Bukha-
ra's covered markets.

DAY 14: BUKHARA /
SAMARKAND. Morning at leisure
to further explore Bukhara. Later
we board a train for Samarkand.

DAY 15: SAMARKAND.
Sightseeing in Samarkand includes
Registan Square and the three
beautiful Madrassahs, Bibi Kha-
num Mosque, the bustling Siyob
Silk Road Bazaar, Gur-e-Amir
(mausoleum of the Asian con-
gueror Tamerlane) and Ulugbek’s
Observatory.

DAY 16: SAMARKAND /
TASHKENT. We venture to the
Konigil Meros village to visit a tra-
ditional paper-making factory. Later
we'll take a train back to Tashkent.

DAY 17: TASHKENT. Our city tour
will take in the Old City, the Khast
Imam complex, Tilla Shaik archives,
Chorsu Bazaar, Akbar's Pottery
house, Independence Square,

the Applied Arts Museum, and

the magnificent Russian Ortho-
dox church. Notice the contrast
between the modern, and Sovi-
et-era architecture, and experience
the lively atmosphere of this city.
Tonight is our Farewell Dinner.

DAY 18: HOME. We fly home to
Canada, via Istanbul.

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ITINERARY

WALKING IN SOUTH WALES & THE COTSWOLDS / WALKING TOURS

Walks described below are the easier option. Medium and harder walks will be offered daily as well.

DAY 1: DEPART. We depart for
London

DAY 2: BOURTON-ON-THE
WATER. We arrive in London and
transfer to our country house hotel
in the centre of Bourton-on-the
Water. On our guided walks over
the next few days we'll discover
glorious golden stone villages with
thatched cottages, mansions, pas-
toral countryside and quiet country
lanes. This evening is our Welcome
Briefing and Dinner.

DAY 3: SALMONSBURY CAMP
AND THE WINDRUSH VALLEY.
Walk: 7 km with 40 m ascent. We'll
follow footpaths from Bourton
exploring the area directly to the
south, and on our return we follow
the Diamond Way. At the end of
your walk there'll be plenty of time
to explore Bourton-on-the-Water.
Enjoy a pint in one of the pubs, visit
the shops, or simply find a bench
beside the River Windrush and
soak up this charming rural village.

DAY 4: FISH HILL TO
BROADWAY. Walk: 5 km with 40m
ascent. Starting at Fish Hill, we
follow the Cotswold Way with time
to visit Broadway Tower. Then we
descend to spend time exploring
Broadway. Broadway Tower was
the brainchild of the great 18th
Century landscape designer, Capa-
bility Brown. His vision was carried
out for the Earl of Coventry and
was completed in 1798.

DAY 5: STRATFORD-UPON-
AVON. A day in Shakespeare
country! We start at Shakespeare's
Schoolroom and Guildhall,

where Shakespeare spent his
schooldays, discovered theatre
and was inspired to become the
world’s greatest playwright. We will
have a walking tour of the town,

and end at Judith’s (the home of
Shakespeare's daughter) where
we learn about the history and
production of gin, ending with a
tasting of course!

DAY 6: CHEDWORTH ROMAN
VILLA. Walk: 7 km with 180 m
ascent, We start this walk by
exploring the beautiful 12th cen-
tury church of Hampnett, with its
astonishingly ornate patterns of
mock-medieval stencilling. We
then follow the Macmillan Way to
the small rural parish of Yanworth,
before arriving at the Roman Villa
at Chedworth.

DAY 7: HAILES ABBEY TO
SUDELEY CASTLE. Walk: 4.5 km
with 60 m ascent. We visit Hailes
Abbey (dating back to 1246) before
our walk to Winchcombe which will
include views of the heritage steam
railway, before arriving at Sudeley
Castle. Steeped in history, the cas-
tle was home (and now the burial
place) of Queen Catherine Parr—
one of Henry VII's six wives.

DAY 8: LOWER SLAUGHTER.
Walk: 5 km with 60 m ascent, We
finish our time in the Cotswolds
with a circular walk from Har-
rington House to the charming
village of Lower Slaughter—one
of England'’s most photographed
villages. The twin villages of
Upper and Lower Slaughter are
just a couple of miles walk from
Bourton-on-the-Water.

DAY 9: BRECON, WALES.

We depart the Cotswolds and
make our way to the Welsh mar-
ket town of Brecon, arriving at our
country house hotel, Nythfa House,
for a 3-night stay. The hotel is sur-
rounded by breathtaking scenery
and some of the best walks in
Wales.

DAY 10: TRETOWER AND
CRICKHOWELL. Walk: 10 km with
280 m ascent. We walk from north
of Cwndu to Tretower, famous for
its renowned medieval court and
castle. Then we follow a contoured
path across farmland leading to
the wooded Cwmbeth Brook Valley
and the lovely town of Crickhowell.
Soak up the history of the area and
explore Crickhowell with its shops,
cafes, and art galleries featuring
local artists.

DAY 11: CANAL, AQUEDUCT,
AND RIVER USK. Walk: 10 km with
30 m ascent. We follow the canal
tow path east out of Brecon, then
across the countryside to join the
River Usk back into the town. We'll
marvel at the sturdy stone aque-
duct that traverses the river, and
learn much about this region's
canal history.

DAY 12: BATH / LONDON.
Enroute to London we stop in Bath
for some free time to explore this
UNESCO World Heritage City,
famous for its classic architecture,
Roman Baths and starring role in
Bridgerton and Jane Austen. Later
we arrive at our central London
hotel.

DAY 13: LONDON. A free day in
London to visit or revisit some of
the countless attractions. At our
Farewell Dinner we will raise a
glass to say “Cheers"” to this memo-
rable walking tour.

ITINERARY

WALKING THE LAKES DISTRICT & YORKSHIRE DALES / WALKING TOURS

Walks described below are the easier option. Medium and harder walks will be offered daily as well.

DAY 1: DEPART. Depart for
Manchester.

DAY 2: DERWENTWATER.

Upon arrival, we transfer to Der-
wentwater for our 7-night stay. Our
hotel is situated near the charming
town of Keswick. We'll be in awe
of the views of the breathtaking
countryside and the serene lake
reflecting the surrounding land-
scape. Upon arrival, indulge in a
delightful cream tea to set the tone
for your stay.

DAY 3: LATRIGG TO KESWICK.
Walk: 5.5 km with ascent of 120 m.
We begin with a gentle ascent
from a vantage point to Latrigg's
summit, overlooking the town of
Keswick and the scenic view down
the valley of Borrowdale. Follow-
ing this, we'll embark on a leisurely
descent through the ancient trees
of Brundholme Woods to Keswick.
Enjoy the stunning vistas over Der-
wentwater and explore the walk-
er-friendly pubs, tearooms, and
shops in Keswick.

DAY 4: DERWENTWATER SHORE.

Walk: 6 km with ascent of 160 m.
We embark along the woodland
track, and reach the shores of Der-
went Bay, known as the “"Queen of
the Lakes” due to its surrounding
fells. After a pause to admire the
spectacular scenery we'll continue
along the shoreline. On the return,
you may wish to view the lovely
walled garden on Lingholm estate
before taking in the panoramic
views of the majestic Skiddaw
Mountain and surrounding islands.

DAY 5: DERWENTWATER AT
LEISURE. Immerse yourself in
the beauty of the region at your
own pace. Explore nearby attrac-
tions, take a self-guided walk, or
simply unwind and take in the
surroundings.

DAY 6: CASTLERIGG STONE
CIRCLE. Walk: 6.5 km with ascent
of 175 m. A gentle ascent leads us
to the historic Castlerigg Stone Cir-
cle, dating back to 3000 BC. Take
some time to enjoy its dramatic
setting. Then we'll wind through
fields and woodlands enroute to
Keswick, where we can discover
this town's charm at the end of our
walk.

DAY 7: BRAITHWAITE VIA
HODGSON'S HOW. Walk: 6 km
with ascent of 80 m. Today we enjoy
a lovely valley walk surrounded

by magnificent Lakeland fells.
Starting from Derwent Bank, our
route offers stunning mountain
views. We walk around the raised
ground of Hodgson's How, with the
mighty Skiddaw lying ahead. We
continue into the quaint village of
Braithwaite, before following the
attractive Newlands Beck and quiet
minor roads, back to our hotel.

DAY 8: AIRA FORCE TO
GLENRIDDING. Walk: 5 km with
ascent of 80 m. Experience the
spectacular Aira Force waterfall,
before following the Ullswater Way
footpath to Glenridding. Here, we
board the steamer for an unforget-
table lake cruise to Pooley Bridge,
enjoying scenic lake and moun-
tain views, and a relaxing drink by
Pooley Bridge.

DAY 9: SOUTHERN YORKSHIRE
DALES. We say farewell to Der-
wentwater and transfer to our hotel
in the Southern Yorkshire Dales,
for a 3-night stay. Surrounded by
moors, valleys, hills, and villages,
this setting is sure to captivate

you. Upon arrival, enjoy a delicious
cream tea.

DAY 10: AIRTON AND THE
PENNINE WAY. Walk: 6.5 km with
ascent of 80 m. Follow fields and
lanes to Airton where we explore
this 17th-century village, before
walking the old mill leat. We return
via the Pennine Way and immerse
ourselves in the breathtaking scen-
ery of the Yorkshire Dales. Today,
we'll even have an opportunity to
search for dipper birds along the
river Aire.

DAY 11: CLAPHAM BECK AND
INGLEBOROUGH CAVE.

Walk: 6 km with ascent of 200 m.
We walk from the traditional
Dales village of Clapham, passing
through the Ingleborough Estate, to
Ingleborough Cave. After crossing
the beck, we return to the village,
for a chance to enjoy coffee and
cake. We'll stop for an optional
tour of Ingleborough Cave with its
impressive stalactites and stalag-
mites, and enjoy the surrounding
picturesque scenery.

DAY 12: LIVERPOOL. We transfer
to Liverpool for our final 2-night
stay. Explore this vibrant city,
known for its Beatles heritage,
including the Cavern Club and
iconic sites like Penny Lane and
Strawberry Fields.

ITINERARY

DAY 1: DEPARTURE. We depart for
London.

DAY 2: SOUTH DOWNS. Upon
arrival in London, we transfer to
our hotel, which is nestled in a
beautiful setting at the foot of the
South Downs. A delightful cream
tea awaits us as we settle in for our
4-night stay in the serene English
countryside. This evening is our
welcome briefing and dinner.

DAY 3: PERRETT'S COPSE &

The National
Trust’s Petworth House is a

true English gem, with grounds
designed by ‘Capability’ Brown,
renowned for his garden and land-
scape architecture.

DAY 6: EXMOOR NATIONAL
PARK. We transfer to Exmoor
National Park, and our country
house in Somerset, for a 7-night
stay. A lovely cream tea welcomes
us upon arrival.

DAY 7: HOLNICOTE TO
SELWORTHY. Walk: 5 km with
ascent of 240 m. Today we take a
circular route from Holnicote House
to Selworthy. We'll explore the 15th
century church, thatched cottages
around the green, and maybe visit
a tea room before returning to the
House.

DAY 8: DUNSTER TRAIL.

Walk: 2.5 km with ascent of 30 m.
We follow a trail around the medie-
val village of Dunster—nestled in a
valley and crowned with an impres-
sive red sandstone castle. Our
guide will lead us through cobbled
streets and cottage—Ilined lanes
as we discover the rich history of
this charming village perched on
the River Avill. After the walk, there
will be plenty of time to explore the
town.

DAY 9: AT LEISURE. A free day to
enjoy the beauty of this National
Park. Visit nearby attractions,

take a self- guided walk, or just
relax and unwind in the tranquil
countryside.

DAY 10: LYNMOUTH.

Walk: 7 km with ascent of 140 m,
descent of 280 m. We begin with a
descent to Watersmeet House, a
Victorian fishing lodge now owned
by the National Trust, where two
fast flowing rivers meet in a spec-
tacular wooded valley. Walking
downstream past deep rock pools,
we'll reach Lynmouth and enjoy
time to explore the town. Options
include a walk out to the Valley

of Rocks, visiting exhibitions on
the great flood of 1952, riding the
funicular cliff railway up to Lynton,
or indulging in an ice cream and
enjoying the scenery.

DAY 11: HILLTOP TO NETHER
STOWEY. Walk: 8 km with ascent
of 160 m, descent of 420 m. From
high on the Quantock Hills, we're
treated to breathtaking views as
we traverse moorland paths once

walked by Iron Age peoples and
Roman soldiers. Descending past
Walford's Gibbet through mystical
woodlands, we arrive at Nether
Stowey village, home of the poet
Coleridge, with the chance to

visit Coleridge Cottage. Enjoy the
wonderful moorland scenery that
inspired Coleridge, as well as poet
William Wordsworth.

DAY 12: THE MINERAL LINE

TO WATCHET. Walk: 6 km with
ascent of 100 m. We start our walk
in Bilbrook, and follow one of the
longest river fords in the region, to
reach the quintessential village of
Old Cleeve, with its 17th-century
church of St. Andrews. We then
follow the Monk’s Path to Wash-
ford, and continue along the Min-
eral Line track to reach Watchet.
There will be time to explore its
harbour, originally built at the time
of Alfred the Great, and take in the
views across the Bristol Channel.
Or, perhaps visit the Market House
Museum to learn about the fasci-
nating history of this once import-
ant town.

DAY 13: BRIGHTON. We transfer
to the lovely seaside resort city
of Brighton for our final 2-nights.
Upon arrival, we'll have a walk-
ing tour, followed by free time to
explore the area.

DAY 14: SEVEN SISTERS CHALK
SEA CLIFFS. This morning's excit-
ing tour takes us to see the magnif-
icent dips and peaks of the Seven
Sisters Chalk Sea Cliffs.

We
travel to Rustrel, known for its
amazing ochre cliffs and small
canyons which gave the village the
nickname the “Provencal Colorado”
On our walk we will see an incred-
ible succession of rust-coloured
rocks, golden cliffs and red earthen
chimneys which rise majestically
out of the vegetation. Then we visit

WALKING IN PROVENCE & THE FRENCH RIVIERA / WALKING TOURS

Simiane-la-Rotonde, listed as one
of the most beautiful villages of
Provence, where Mediterranean
and Alpine influences meet. We will
enjoy a visit of the medieval castle
and free time to wander the charm-
ing streets of the village.

DAY 6: TRIP TO VERDON GORGE.
Walk: 8 km with 150 m ascent OR
12km with 250 m ascent, We head
to the village of Quinson for a sce-
nic walk along the lower Verdon
Gorges. The walkway follows an
old canal previously used to carry
drinking water to Aix-en-Provence.
The views of the turquoise waters
of the Canal are quite wonderful.
We return to Gréoux where the rest
of the day will be at leisure.

DAY 7: MENTON. We proceed

to Menton for a 5-night stay. On

our walking tour of this delight-

ful seaside resort we'll take in the
lovely pastel-coloured architecture,
the old town, the cemetery where
many prominent 19th century
English and Russian figures are
buried, and the enchanting views of
the surrounding countryside.

DAY 8: MENTON. At leisure in
Menton to explore this exquisite
town, enjoy a swim in the Mediter-
ranean Sea, tour the museum dedi-
cated to the artist Jean Cocteau, or
visit nearby towns such as Monaco
or Nice.

DAY 9: DAY TRIP TO LA TURBIE /
EZE. Walk: 5 km with 100 m ascent
OR 10 km with 300 m ascent. Our
walk begins in La Turbie. Overlook-
ing the Principality of Monaco, this
small town resembles a balcony
hanging over the Mediterranean
and seems to float in the sky. The
tall Trophée d’Auguste built 2,000
years ago for the glory of Emperor
Augustus is still impressive, while
the rest of the town, with its medi-
eval vaulted passageways, bell
tower and baroque fountains is

enchanting. Then walk on the trail
towards Eze—a fine 14th century
village built on a hill. We'll enjoy a
visit of the exotic garden and mag-
nificent views over the coast.

DAY 10: DAY TRIP TO ITALY. We
cross into ltaly for a beautiful day
of sightseeing. We first discover
the beautifully-preserved medieval
town of Dolceacqua located in the
Lugarian Hills. The town enchants
visitors with its scenic bridges

and small houses that circle the
Castello dei Doria, immortalized

in French impressionist painter
Claude Monet's painting The Castle
of Dolceacqua. We will enjoy a typ-
ical Italian lunch at a local restau-
rant featuring fresh locally-grown
food. Later we visit the perched
village of Apricale—surrounded by
forested hills, it is on the list of the
“Most Beautiful Villages in Italy”.

DAY 11: DAY TRIP TO CAP
FERRAT / VILLA EPHRUSSI.
Walk: 10 km with 150 m ascent OR
walk 5 km with 70 m ascent.

Our last walk is on the picturesque
hiking path along the rocky seaside
from Beaulieu and around the main
peninsula of Saint-Jean-Cap-Fer-
rat. We pass magnificent villas and
see how unspoiled Cap Ferrat has
remained. We conclude our walk
with a visit of the Villa Ephrussi—
home of the Rothschild family. The
villa's opulent furnishings, garden
with dancing fountains and views
of the Mediterranean are breath-
taking—a wonderful way to end our
tour! Tonight enjoy a farewell cock-
tail followed by dinner.

DAY 12: HOME. We fly back to
Canada via Paris.
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WALKING

Italian &
French Alps

On this exhilarating walking tour we take in the
spectacular fall scenery in the Italian Alps’ Valle
d'Aosta region and the Haute Savoie region of the
French Alps.

Each day there will be a choice of two walks ranging from
8 - 12 km with ascents of 125 m - 650 m which should pose
no difficulties for experienced walkers.

We begin with 5 nights in the Italian high-mountain retreat of
Cogne, nestled within the soaring peaks of the Alps over-
looking the wide green valley meadow of Sant’ Orso. This
sheltered, sunny position is an ideal base for exploring the
region’s unspoiled natural beauty, including rivers, forests,
waterfalls, and the wonderful Gran Paradiso National Park.
We will stay at the 4-star Hotel Sant’ Orso—a typical Alpine-
style hotel with cozy rooms, a restaurant serving fresh local
produce, and a spa with a heated pool overlooking the
breathtaking Massif of Gran Paradiso.

French town of Annecy on the northern tip of Lake Annecy.
The town is dubbed the “Venice of the Alps’, due to the many
canals that weave along its cobbled streets past colourful
medieval houses and bustling cafes—a marvellous sight!
Annecy'’s location in the heart of the mountains makes this
a coveted area for walkers, who will also enjoy the peaceful
serenity of its pristine lake and canals. Our home base here
is the perfectly situated Hotel Catalpa, a lovely 3-star hotel
located in the heart of town, steps away from Lake Annecy;,
and a short walk to the Old Town and shopping district.

ITINERARY

DAY 1: DEPARTURE. We depart
for Geneva.

DAY 2: COGNE, ITALY. We arrive
in Geneva and enjoy a scenic drive
with lunch included enroute to our
hotel in Cogne, Italy (about a 22
hour drive).

DAY 3: GRAN PARADISO
NATIONAL PARK AND
VALNONTEY VALLEY.

Walk: 7 km with 125 m ascent OR

11 km with 350 m ascent. Today we'll
enjoy a loop walk at the foot of the
Gran Paradiso Giant Glaciers, We
walk from the hotel and enter the
Gran Paradiso National Park—cre-
ated in 1856 as a conservation area
to protect the Alpine Ibex (moun-
tain goat) that was on the verge of
extinction. First we'll walk through
the village of Valnontey, then Pra
Su Pia and on to Vermianaz. The
local architecture is charming, and
with some luck we can observe
local wildlife like the Ibex or the
majestic Golden Eagle.

DAY 4: VALLEILE VALLEY /
LILLAZ WATERFALLS.

Walk: 8 km with 250 m ascent OR
12 km with 470 m ascent. We enter
the wide Valley of Valleile which is
dominated by glaciers. The views
of the mountain known as Torre
del Gran San Pietro (Tower of the
Great Saint Peter) are spectacular
as we walk towards Lillaz Water-
falls through a lush forest. The
rushing waters of the waterfall

and dense foliage offer a magical
oasis that attracts colourful song-
birds and plenty of wildlife. See the
white water crashing through deep
gorges and plummeting into mir-
ror-like streams far below.

DAY 5: COGNE. A day at leisure to
enjoy charming Cogne at your own
pace. Discover the Gran Paradiso
National Park house, the Iron
Museum, or the stunning botanical
garden.

WALKING IN THE ITALIAN & FRENCH ALPS / WALKING TOURS

DAY 6: GRAUSON VALLEY AND
GIMILLIAN VILLAGE. Walk: 8 km
with 250 m ascent OR 12 km with
650 m ascent. We take a short
transfer and then walk to the Grau-
son Valley, for a breathtaking view
of the whole Gran Paradiso and its
towering summits. Then we con-
tinue through a forest of beautiful
Larch pines, that turn a magnificent
gold in autumn. Today we will also
discover some of the quaint vil-
lages this region is known for.

DAY 7: CHAMONIX / ANNECY.

A spectacular day as we transfer to
Annecy via Chamonix—capital of
the French Alps. In Chamonix we'll
take a cable car to reach the Plan
de I'Aiguille at 7600 feet. From here
we admire the Bossons Glacier, the
Aiguille Verte and du Drus. We then
take a 2nd cable-car which whisks
us high above the glaciers to an
altitude of 2400 feet in just 10 min-
utes! After this adventure, we pro-
ceed to Annecy for a 5-night stay.

DAY 8: ANNECY. Walk: 6 km, flat.
On our walking tour of Annecy we'll
learn about the fascinating history
of this beautiful town. We'll stroll
along the picturesque canals where
you will be able to see the magnif-
icent Annecy Castle, perched dra-
matically above the old town. This
restored 13th century castle is now
home to several exhibits. Later we
take a scenic boat trip on Annecy
Lake and disembark in the village
of Sevrier where we take a leisurely
walk along the picturesque lake.

DAY 9: TAIME ABBEY AREA.
Walk: 8 km with 330 m ascent OR
12 km with 650 m ascent. From the
southern edge of Lake Annecy, we
venture along the foothills of the
majestic Bauges Mountains. Our
first stop is the venerable Tamié
Abbey, built in the 12th century, and
reconstructed in the 17th century.
Nestled within its walls resides a
community of devoted Cistercian

monks, renowned for crafting
Tamié cheese—a local delicacy. We
continue along the Col de Tamié,
enjoying the awe-inspiring land-
scapes of this spectacular region.

DAY 10: GLIERES PLATEAU.
Walk: 5 km with 300 m ascent OR
12 km with 450 m ascent. We travel
to the nearby Plateau Gliéres,
which means a ‘rocky and sandy
plateau without rivers! The plateau
was an important site of the French
Resistance during WWII and of the
Battle of Glieres. Now the plateau
is dotted with farms and stables,
and is renowned for its lovely trails.
On the higher areas overlooking
the plateau, wildlife like the Ibex are
easy to spot.

DAY 11: SEMNOZ MOUNT.

Walk: 8 km with 330 m ascent

OR 11 km with 600 m ascent. For
our last hike, we head to Sem-
noz Mount, a stunning viewpoint
offering panoramic vistas of Lake
Annecy'’s West Bank and the
surrounding Jura Mountains. The
360-degree views include Mont
Blanc in the distance. We then
follow the Cret de Chatillon Loop,
known for its lush green land-
scapes, awe-inspiring views, and
charming countryside scenery. A
wonderful way to end our walking
journey! Tonight is our Farewell
Dinner.

DAY 12: RETURN. We bid fare-

well to the Alps and transfer to the )A
nearby Geneva airport for ¢

our direct flight to Canada.
